














9 June 2009, Peterborough, UK

On 9 June 2009 the ECNC Bureau convened in
Peterborough, UK. The meeting was hosted by
JNCC-Joint Nature Conservation Committee.
The Bureau addressed various issues, including
ECNC’s Annual Report 2008 and the Annual
Financial Report 2008, and the implementation
of ECNC’s Annual Work Plan 2009. It also dis-
cussed developments in ECNC's regional repre-
sentation and possible priorities for the Work
Plan 2010. The meeting welcomed the advice
provided by ECNC'’s Scientific Council, including
advice on how to tackle issues such as GMOs.

On the same day, and for the first time, a joint
meeting of ECNC'’s Bureau and the ExCom of the
Coastal & Marine Union (EUCC) took place. The
meeting welcomed the important progress made
with the integration process between the two
organizations, and also noted the interest of

some other organizations to join the ‘new-style’
ECNC. The presidents and directors of ECNC and
EUCC signed a Memorandum of Cooperation
outlining the first phase of the integration
process. The meeting also adopted a common
vision and mission, and decided on the geo-
graphical scope of the new ECNC.

On 10 June the members of the ECNC Bureau
visited the Great Fen project area in East Anglia.
This is an ambitious plan for land acquisition
and restoration works, involving nature conser-
vation organizations, farmers and other local
stakeholders. More information on this project
can be found at www.greatfen.org.uk.
